It is hereby
found and declared that there exist in municipalities of the
state deteriorated and deteriorating areas (as herein deyned)
which constitute a serious and growing menace, injurious to
the public health, safety, morals and welfare of the residents
of the state; that the existence of such areas contributes
substantially and increasingly to the spread of disease and
crime, constitutes an economic and social liability imposing
onerous municipal burdens which decrease the tax base and
reduce tax revenues, substantially impairs or arrests the sound
growth of municipalities, retards the provision of housing
accommodations, aggravates trafyc problems and substantially
impairs or arrests the elimination of trafyc hazards and the
improvement of trafyc facilities; and that the prevention and
elimination of these conditions iIs a matter of state policy and
state concern in order that the state and its municipalities
shall not continue to be endangered by areas which are focal
centers of disease, promote juvenile delinquency, and consume
an excessive proportion of Its revenue because of the extra
services required for police, yre, accident, hospitalization
and other forms of public protection, services and facilities.”
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50-2004. WORKABLE PROGRAM. A municipality for the purposes of
this act may formulate for the municipality a workable program
for utilizing appropriate private and public resources to
eliminate, and prevent the development or spread of, slums and
urban blight, to encourage needed urban rehabilitation, or to
undertake such of the aforesaid activities or other feasible
municipal activities as may be suitably employed to achieve

the objectives of such workable program. Such workable program
may include, without limitation, provision for: the prevention
of the spread of blight into areas of the municipality which
are free from blight through diligent enforcement of housing,
zoning and occupancy controls and standards; the rehabilitation
or conservation of slum and blighted areas or portions

thereof by replanning, removing congestion, providing parks,
playgrounds and other public improvements, by encouraging
voluntary rehabilitation and by compelling the repair and
rehabilitation of deteriorated or deteriorating structures; and
to cooperate with an urban renewal agency for the clearance

and redevelopment of deteriorated or deteriorating areas or
portions thereof.
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50-2008. PREPARATION AND APPROVAL OF PLAN FOR URBAN RENEWAL
PROJECT. (a) An urban renewal project for an urban renewal
area shall not be planned or initiated unless the local
governing body has, by resolution, determined such area to be
a deteriorated area or a deteriorating area or a combination
thereof and designated such area as appropriate for an urban
renewal project.
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(1) The mayor, by and with the advice and consent of the local
governing body, shall appoint a board of commissioners of the
urban renewal agency which shall consist of not less than three
(3) commissioners nor more than nine (9) commissioners. In the
order of appointment, the mayor shall designate the number of
commissioners to be appointed, and the term of each . . .®
